What’s New 
 
New yarns  
ZARA (8 ply), by Filatura di Crosa. $10.50 per 50gms. This is a very soft yarn that is 
also hard wearing and machine washable. It comes in about 40 shades that cover the 
entire colour spectrum. See our website for more details. 
ROWAN: Regia 4 ply Sock Wool, designed by Kaffe Fassett. $12.50 per 50gm ball. 2 
balls required for a pair of adult socks, 1 ball for a pair of children’s socks. It comes in 
12 different colourways. (We will have a colour chart on our website in a couple of 
weeks). 
SIRDAR/SUBLIME: Baby Cashmere Merino Silk 4 ply. $12.95 per 50gm. This is a new 
4 ply yarn, in the luxurious cashmere/silk mix. There is a new pattern book – no. 616, 
that contains designs for the yarn. It comes in 6 shades – Off-white, Cream, Light pink, 
light blue, light beige and lemon. (We are hoping to have a colour chart on our website 
in a couple of weeks). 
NORO: A new 10 ply yarn – Taiyo, which is a wool/silk/cotton/nylon mix. $25.50 for 
100 gms (200 metres). It comes in 9 beautiful colourways and knits to the same tension 
as Silk Garden, Kureyon and Cash Iroha. Therefore, you can use patterns for these 
yarns, or there are several patterns in the Noro Joy book ($35). 
Pure Cashmere yarn. $29.95 per 50gm skein. This is a 4 ply pure cashmere yarn, 
which is extremely soft and warm. We have limited supplies in Off-white, cream, soft 
pink, soft blue, bright pink, red and denim blue. Knits to a standard 28 st x 36 row 
tension, but is also brilliant for luxurious scarves and baby garments. 
 
New colours 
Since our last newsletter, we have received new colours in four of the Sirdar/Sublime 
yarns -  
Baby Cashmere Merino Silk DK, Cashmere Merino Silk DK, Cashmere Merino Silk Aran 
and Extra Fine Merino DK. 
We have also received new colours in some of Rowan and RYC summer yarns – RYC 
Bamboo Soft and Cotton Jeans in particular. See our website for more details. 
 
Knitting Kits 
Jo Sharp has brought out kits for most of the designs in her newest knitting/crochet 
book – Knit Issue 7. Each kit contains a single pattern and all yarns required to make 
the design. We have several in store, but can also order them in and have them within a 
week, if necessary.
